1. The student-athlete may submit a written appeal to the Head Coach’s Supervising Associate/Assistant Director of
Athletics within five (5) business days of receiving the denial of transfer. If the student-athlete’s request is denied,
proceed to step number two.

2. The student-athlete may submit a written appeal to the Director of Athletics within five (5) business days of receiving
the denial of transfer from the Supervising Associate/Assistant Director of Athletics. If the student-athlete’s request is
denied, proceed to step number three.

3. The student-athlete may appeal the denial to the University Appeals Committee if the Head Coach’s denial is
sustained by the Director of Athletics. For more information on the Appeals Committed, contact the Faculty Athletics
Representative.
